Swingbridge Vineyard, Craneford, Eden Valley
Planted 1920. Eden Valley. Altitude just over 400m.

Fromm Vineyard, Lyndoch, Barossa Valley
Planted 1935. 150m above sea level. A rich, fleshy Shiraz with gravely

tannins that marry power with approachability.

Hahn Farm Vineyard, Light Pass, Barossa Valley

Planted 1970. Sourced from Norm lahn’s oldest plantings, known as
block D.The Light Pass district sits atop the northern side of the Para

River flood plain.
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
