Yalumba Rare & Fine

‘The Virgilius’ Eden Valley Viognier: The Virgilius is a
specialist vineyard selection of Eden Valley Viognier. Yalumba has
pioneered the growing and making of Viognier in Australia, and the
grapes for The Virgilius are sourced from the original vines planted in

1980 in Vaughan’s Vineyard, Eden Valley.

‘The Menzies’ Coonawarra Cabernet Sauvignon:
Since its inaugural vintage in 1987, the Menzies Estate has continued
to grow in stature, quality and is an internationally renowned wine.
Yalumba'’s single vineyard Cabernet Sauvignon, is from the heart of

Coonawarra's wine region in South Australia’s Limestone Coast.

‘The Octavius’ Old Vine Barossa Shiraz: Yalumba’s best of
vineyards Shiraz. The Octavius uses fruit from Yalumba’s oldest and
sturdiest Barossa Valley Shiraz vines that date back to the early 1900s.
The result of these low bearing vines is grapes with immense flavour

and concentration.

‘The Signature’ Barossa Cabernet Sauvignon Shiraz:
Since 1966 each vintage of The Signature honors individuals for their
contribution to the culture and tradition of Yalumba. The Signature
represents Yalumba'’s best of vintage blend of Barossa Cabernet
Sauvignon and Shiraz.

‘The Reserve’ Barossa Cabernet Sauvignon Shiraz:
The Reserve is only made in exceptional vintages. Fruit for The
Reserve is sourced from the Barossa. Vintages to date: 1990, 1992,
1996, 2001, 2002.

In the 1970s, Yalumba made a far-sighted decision to establish its own
vine nursery. Today the Yalumba Vine Nursery is one of Australia’s
largest viticultural nurseries, providing safe, quality rootstock for
established varieties such as Cabernet Sauvignon and Shiraz, as well
as supplying specialised clones such as the Burgundian Pinot Noir and
Chardonnay (Bernard) clones. Yalumba's pioneering work with Viognier
is another highly visible result of the nursery program.

In 2000, the Yalumba Vine Nursery became the first vine nursery in
Australia to achieve national accreditation under the newly-developed
Australian Vine Improvement Association (AVIA), a scheme developed
in response to the rapid vineyard expansion experienced in Australia
in at that time. This translates to improved vines, new varieties and
improved quality vineyards. Further to this, in 2003 the Yalumba

Vine Nursery achieved certification to the international standard
1ISO9001-2000, for its quality management system, and in 2004, signed
an agreement with ENTAV-INRA® to

facilitate the supply of authentic French

clones from the only certified organization

of its nature in France into Australia.

The ENTAV/INRA® trademark specifies

origin, authenticity, sanitary quality and

genetic value of clonal selection. Detailed

disclosure of each quality measure is

critical information to ensure protection

against counterfeit products. This alliance

reinforces Yalumba’s position as a leading

supplier of authentic, high quality clones

not only from their vast Australian

resources but also from a highly respected

international brand.

The release of the Yalumba Single-Site wines marks a milestone in the
Hill Smith family’s enduring commitment to exploring, unearthing and
celebrating the complex terroir of the Barossa, a commitment that spans

160 years.

In the early 1990’s, Yalumba established a dedicated program to identify
the vineyard blocks of greatest importance in the Barossa, with the
aim of documenting and articulating the inherent knowledge of its

cumulalive experience in the region.

Over the last 15 years the Distinguished Vineyard Program has
identified and managed vineyards whose fruit is primarily destined
for their flagship Rare & Fine wines. As a result of this program, the
five sites selected for this first collection of Single Site wines from the
2005 vintage have been closely monitored, and consistently produce

distinctive fruit at the very highest level of quality.

This special ‘study & research’ program became a showcase for variation

and nuance across the Barossa and Eden Valleys with the first release of

five specially-selected 2005 vintage wines.

Habermann Vineyard, Tanunda, Barossa Valley 7
Planted in 1972. Elevation just below 300m.

Consistent breezes, moderate climate.

Tri- Ccntcnary Vincyard, Vine Vale, Barossa Valley
Planted 1889. Home to just over 1 hectare of ancient Grenache vines,
some of the oldest in existence.
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Swmgbrldge Vineyard, Craneford, Eden Valley
Planted 1920. Eden Valley. Altitude just over 400m.

Fromm Vincyard, Lyndoch, Barossa Valley
Planted 1935. 150m above sea level. A rich, fleshy Shiraz with gravely

tannins that marry power with approachability.

Hahn Farm Vineyard, Light Pass, Barossa Valley
Planted 1970. Sourced from Norm Hahn’s oldest plantings, known as
block D. The Light Pass district sits atop the northern side of the Para

Riaver flood plain.
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
